VII. DEDUCTION OF MARKS

[B]s, [C]s, [D]s and [E]s, as entered by the candidate, two marks will be deducted from the total marks obtained.
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3. If the Question Booklet Number is incorrectly shaded (or) Question Booklet Number is not written in the space provided, five marks will
be deducted from the total marks obtained by the candidate.

4. Two (2) marks will be deducted from the total marks obtained by the candidates for not affixing their Thumb Impression in the space
provided. (Differently Abled candidates who are unable to affix the Thumb Impression are exempted.)

5. If none of answer bubbles is shaded for even one question, 2 marks will be deducted from the total marks obtained by the candidates.
